Our Curriculum

PSHE

Our PSHE program, which is based on Islam, builds on children’s existing
knowledge, tackling the reality of children’s lives by using a positive
approach. It teaches social and moral responsibility encouraging community
involvement as well as promoting both self-respect and mutual respect
according to Islam. It contains opportunities for children to participate in class,
to contribute to school life and to put their learning into practice.

ENGLISH

As part of offering the best to our students we have chosen an excellent
scheme of work in English called ‘Macmillan English’. Being the first
International English course book to be informed by English lessons taught in
native speaker classrooms, this book is designed for second language learners
of English but uses many of the approaches to reading, writing and speaking
that underpin the teaching of English to first language children.

The course does not assume first language English at the early levels, but goes
through language structures and grammar at an introductory level. The
exposure to the language though is more extensive than in traditional second
language courses.

As the children move onto upper levels, they experience more first language
teaching methods covering the same aspects of English as do first language
learners. However, the needs of the second language students are always taken
into account.

Macmillan English grows with the children offering a wide range of integrated
components and providing a complete language learning tool. It is wonderfully
presented in away that is thoroughly enjoyed by the children.



MATHEMATICS

The Abacus Evolve framework that we use at IQRA for Maths is designed to
work exactly the way we want it to. It brings together creative teaching and
sound mathematical progression with classroom practicality. It captivates its
learners, is flexible, has a bank of ideas for varied teaching and includes
whole-class investigative activities. Its programmed instruction makes
problem-solving, speaking and listening a part of the everyday Maths lesson.
The colourful workbooks, which cover one concept per page and have problem
solving activities integrated throughout, are designed to be used by children to
explore and practice key skills and to reach their targets with extra independent
practice.
