P.E. Uniform

· Red polo shirt with logo

· Navy blue sport trouser 
· Black or white trainers

All uniform items are available from Zaks stores in Salwa Road.  All items are branded.
Role of parents:
We appeal to parents to purchase the uniform from the supplier to ensure uniformity of children and tidiness of presentation which is ensured by the quality of the garments from the chosen supplier.  It is the responsibility of parents to see to it that uniforms are clean and in good repair so that the child will feel comfortable amongst his/her peers.  Parents should encourage their children to support the uniform policy.

Role of teachers:
